The award will be payable to
the student in one payment via Office of Student Financial Assistance, during the
semester for which the scholarship was awarded, and can only be awarded once per
student.

The following criteria will be used to select the scholarship recipient:

The recipient must be any U. S. military currently serving or honorably
discharged veteran and is currently a student in good standing enrolled at Kansas
State University.

Student must be enrolled in a minimum of 3 credit hours for award term.
Student can receive this scholarship only once.

Your academic and career goals, and your plans towards achieving them,
Personal essay regarding your financial need,

Any unique circumstances/obstacles you may be facing,

Submit application packet on time! Late or incomplete applications will not be
considered.

Coalition event.
